After working alongside the prestigious Mexican milk processing group Lala in 2005 on the oc-

casion of the fi rst great change-over to bottles in HDPE for yogurt drinks at the Aguascalientes 

plant, the logical consequence of the excellent work on this job, completed at the end of 2006, 

was that Lanfranchi was asked to produce their entire empty bottle handling installation in the 

new Lala plant at Irapuato. In close cooperation with Techne, the Italian supplier of extruders for 

the production of empty 250 ml HDPE bottles, the impressive Lanfranchi supply consisted of all 

the conveyor systems for the empty bottles from the 10 extruders to the silos, 8 storage silos with 

a capacity of 130 cu.m. each, bulk conveyors connecting the silos to the unscramblers, and 6 high 

speed unscramblers to handle 250 ml bottles at the production rate of 35,000 B/H. In addition, 

Lanfranchi also supplied all the conveyors for recovery of scraps from the 10 extruders for the 3 

scrap grinder islands with relative metal detectors at the entrance, before the HDPE scraps fall 

into the mills.

In our Newsletter last year we proudly announced our fi rst cooperation with the Bepensa Mexico 

group that, after working with one of our competitors in the past, had fi nally decided to switch to 

the world leader in the construction of unscramblers and ordered 3 new Lanfranchi multiple-size 

unscramblers installed in its plants of Cancun in Yucatan for productions between 30,000 B/H 

and 40,000 B/H. Now, a year later, following the excellent results obtained in Cancun, Bepensa 

confi rms Lanfranchi as its supplier for other important new, strategic projects in the sector of 

bottles in PET for its Coca-Cola plants of Merida in Mexico and Refrescos Nacionales in the 

Dominical Republic.

At Merida in Mexico, 4 new multiple-size high-speed unscramblers will handle the 500 ml, 600 

ml, 1,000 ml, 2,000 ml and 2,500 ml bottles for effective productions between 30,000 B/H and 

50,000 B/H. At Santo Domingo in the Dominican Republic, two new high-speed multiple-size 

unscramblers are already in operations for 350 ml, 500 ml, 600 ml, 1,000 ml, 2,000 ml bottles 

with effective productions between 30,000 B/H and 35,000 B/H.

The Lanfranchi unscrambler handles different sizes and will supply the production line of 33,000 

B/H with bottles in HDPE of 110 ml and 220 ml using a single set of manually adjustable tools 

that will greatly shorten the time necessary to prepare for size change. One of the reasons for 

particular pride on the part of Lanfranchi is that this new unscrambler will work alongside three 

of our competitors’ unscramblers purchased in the past by Sigma Alimentos.

TING HSIN, the Chinese Beverage colossus, has renewed its cooperation with Lanfranchi for 

more projects in 2008. After the 9 storage and unscrambling lines produced by Lanfranchi and 

purchased in 2006 and 6  more in 2007, another 4 lines will have to be supplied in 2008. The 

supply will include a storage silo with a capacity of 95,000 bottles and an unscrambler model 

L3-SR-18-27 with an output of 33,000 B/H.

HENKEL RUSSIA

HENKEL FERENTINO ITALIA

Not just water, not just soft drinks, not just milk and not just pharmaceutical products: in the 

specifi c sector of handling empty plastic bottles, Lanfranchi is the leader in detergents too. For 

this reason the multinational Henkel Group, a long-standing client of ours, decided to order the 

equipment from Lanfranchi for its important investment in conversion of the production of liquid 

detergents in empty HDPE and PP bottles, at its Italian plant in Ferentino (Frosinone). 

The leading converter in the production of plastic bottles, Alpla, will install two machines for the 

extrusion of bottles and Lanfranchi will build a complete installation for handling and storage, 

designed to supply two fi lling lines, one of which already exists and the other a completely new 

line. Lanfranchi’s supply consists of the bulk conveyors for connection between the two Alpla 

extruders  and the silos, four storage silos with a capacity of 75 cu.m. each, bulk conveyors for 

connection between the silos and the unscramblers on the two packing lines. 

The Lanfranchi installation will be completed with a new multiple-size super block consisting of 

an unscrambler and an orientor that will feed 3,000 ml and 4,000 ml bottles to the new Henkel 

fi lling line with production of 9000 B/H. In particular, the rotary orientor with multiple heads 

will serve to turn the bottles so that the handle is always facing the same way towards the fi ller 

entrance. By the way, the unscrambler on the existing packing line is also a Lanfranchi dated 

2002.

EBC QUITO & 

EBC GUAYAQUIL

The Coca Cola bottler in cooperation con SIPA has chosen to install 

on its lines in Quito and Guayaquil two Lanfranchi unscramblers 

model L3-SR-18. Considering the number of bottles to handle 

on the line (14 different sizes) the use of multiple-size (LACO 

MANUAL) tooling was essential. With this system it is possible 

to change size on the unscrambler without having to remove or 

change parts, simply by adjusting a few parts of the ejector that 

change the geometry of the bottle rotation chamber.

In this part of the line supplied by Sipa to the Ecuadorian oil bottler, a Lanfranchi silo was included 

for the storage of PET bottles. The lightening of the bottles, which has always made storage of 

large quantities in silos more diffi cult, has been overcome brilliantly at La Fabril. 

With the new internal lightening system of our “light silos” makes it possible to store large 

quantities of bottles without any damage, while ensuring continuous, effi cient supplies to the two 

lines.

HENKEL IBERICA MALGRAT DE MAR SPAIN

As further confi rmation of the close cooperation of Lanfranchi with the multinational Henkel 

Group and of the excellent performance of sales in Spain in the last two years, Henkel Iberica 

placed an order with us for the supply of equipment for its new multiple-size line handling 18,000 

B/H in sizes ranging from 750 ml, 1,000 ml, 1,150 ml, 1,250 ml to 1,500 ml for its plant at 

Malgrat de Mar (Barcelona). 

The Lanfranchi machinery consists of two bulk conveyors, a super block consisting of an unscrambler 

and orientor with two chain conveyors on the super block exit. With the active cooperation of the 

client, the Lanfranchi Research and Development Department focused its particular attention on 

the development on the unscrambler of a single set of ejectors with adjustable walls capable of 

handling all bottle sizes with an extremely simple, rapid and reliable size change operation. The 

rotary orientor with 15 heads then serves to turn the rectangular bodies scored on only one of the 

two sides so that the part of the handle in relief is always facing the same way at the entrance to 

the labeler. The advanced technical concepts were the key point for Henkel at the time of making 

a fi nal decision in favor of Lanfranchi.

Again this year, the bottle manufacturer LOGOPLASTE FRANCE has renewed its trust in Lanfranchi 

ordering the design of a complete system of conveyors, storage and unscrambling for HDPE milk 

bottles. 

This is a «wall to wall» line installed in the groups plant in Candia. The multiple-size installation 

includes two pneumatic conveyor systems (for bottles and scraps), large capacity silos, 

unscramblers, air conveyors and an innovative pneumatic bulk conveyor system (22,000 B/H), 

positioned outside the plant. In this way we were able to achieve the connection between the 

production of the bottles and the company that fi lls them, located 150 meters away.

SIDEL SINEBRYCHOFF

Finland

First bottler in Finland (water, beer, Coca-Cola) with 50% of the market share, Sinebrychoff has 

launched the conversion of the Finnish market from REF-PET to PET one-way. 

In cooperation with Sidel, that will build 2 complete lines, Sinebrychoff chose Lanfranchi to supply 

a complete conveyor system to take the bottles from the blowers to the fi ller entrance. With 4 

storage silos, it will thus be possible to produce, store and convey 15 different types of bottles in 

sizes from 0.3 lt. to 2 lt. for a production of up to 53,000 B/H.  

A system of bulk conveyors connects the silos to the unscramblers, with total fl exibility. Two high-

speed multiple-size unscramblers, complete with rapid size change  adjustment, will supply the 

fi llers via multiple-size air conveyors, also supplied by Lanfranchi.

The supply includes 200 mt of multiple size air conveyors connecting an existing Lanfranchi 

unscrambler and a rinser, integrated by Lanfranchi. Lanfranchi also supplied a semiautomatic 

depalettizing system for empty bottles.

With the inclusion of the new blowing line in the Amiens plant, Alpla used Lanfranchi air conveyors 

with a buffer silo type GBS having a capacity of 26,000 one liter bottles.

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ADMIRAL BEVERAGE Corporation

Admiral Beverage Corporation, Utah, has chosen Lanfranchi to renew its bottling line for soft 

drinks in its Pleasant View plant. The project grew out of Admiral’s need to bring bottle production 

inside its own plant and limit the purchase of bottles from outside suppliers. 

The bottles arrive at the Lanfranchi equipment that, via air belts, bulk conveyors and unscramblers, 

conveys them to the fi llers, or to the tote fi lling station that serves as an intermediate buffer 

between blowing and fi lling.

Lanfranchi supplied a multiple-size unscrambler, as the line handles different size bottles from 

20 oz to 2 liters at a speed of 550 bottles per minute. The Lanfranchi unscrambler is equipped 

with a LACO manual rapid size change system and the air conveyors are equipped for automatic 

neck and body size change. 

 

ICE RIVER SPRINGS WATER Co.

Ice River Springs Water Co. is an important Canadian water bottler that is expanding rapidly also 

in the U.S. The reputation of the Lanfranchi unscrambler, especially when it comes to processing 

very light bottles at high speed, prompted the company to place an order with us for three 

machines that will be installed on the new lines under construction for 2008. 

Like the majority of large water bottlers, Ice River Springs Water Co. produces its own bottles and 

conveys them directly to the fi llers. 

The unscrambler is used as a by-pass between the blower and the fi ller to smooth out any jerks 

along the fi lling and packing line and ensure continuous production of the blower.

The three Lanfranchi machines can function at a speed of 600 bottles per minute in the 500 ml 

and 600 ml sizes. 

The Lanfranchi Group is very grateful to Ice River Springs Co. for the opportunity to participate 

in their exciting expansion project. 

NESTLE-ANDERSON INDIANA

Nestlè chooses Lanfranchi for its new aseptic installations in the 

Anderson, Indiana plant. Confi rming its position of leadership in 

the technology of handling and storage of plastic containers, Lan-

franchi sold Nestlè silos and unscramblers for 5 aseptic production 

lines of Nesquick.

Both the Lanfranchi silos and the unscramblers are produced in 

the “ultraclean” version, where all the materials that come into 

contact with the bottles  are made of stainless steel, and all the moving parts requiring lubrication 

are divided and separated with special labyrinths in stainless steel. 

The holding parts of the silos are entirely welded so that there are no points where bacteria 

can hide and proliferate. All conveyors and machines are equipped with triple fi ltration HEPA 

blowers.

Detergent Supplier – North USA

This client, which chooses to remain anonimous chose Lanfranchi for a block system of unscrambler, 

orientation and insertion in pucks for liquid detergent containers. The pucks are necessary as the 

shape of the containers does not permit conveyance on belts. The machines are in a mechanical 

block, on a single base, with transfer by vacuum star wheel between one tower and the next. The 

new machine, called Superblock, handles different sizes and boasts a system of rapid size change 

without tools. The new machine can be confi gured as a Superblock  (unscrambler/orientor/puck 

insertion) or at a pucksblock with unscrambler  and conveyor on the same base as the puck 

insertion mechanism. 

The Superblock offers great advantages as regards layout, as the machine occupies much less 

space than the separate free-standing machines, and also as regards the level of container 

handling.

palettizer lines for 8 oz. bottles.

The constant trend to reduce the 

weight of plastic bottles, especially in 

the beverage sector, has prompted us 

to patent a new technical solution to 

apply to our unscramblers to increase 

the machine’s effi ciency in processing 

very light, unstable bottles.
